SUPPLEMENTAL DECLARATION 28 USCA 1746


I, TERRY CAMERON, declare and state as follows:

1. I am a competent adult capable of testifying to the statements made in this Declaration from personal knowledge, or upon information and belief, as so indicated.

2. I swear that the statements that were made in my Declaration of August 2003 are true (See Exhibit A.) My son was enrolled at TRANQUILITY BAY for nine months when he was 15; he is now 24. 

3. My son was a normal child, a 4.0 student, and an athlete. When his father and I divorced, he was devastated and got involved in drugs and he began failing in school. Before he went to TRANQUILTY BAY, including the nearly two years he was involved with drugs, my son was never violent, he never hurt anyone, he never physically threatened anyone, and he was not a fighter. 

4. The drugs began taking over his life and I feared he would commit suicide when the drugs started telling him he could fly. I feared he would jump off of a building and kill himself. It was in my desperation to find help for my son that he ended up at TRANQUILITY BAY. 

5. I was promised by TRANQUILITY BAY staff that not only would they get him off the drugs, he would get a good education.

6. My child did not earn even one school credit during his nine month stay at TRANQUILITY BAY. 

7. My son suffered from post-traumatic stress disorder as a direct result of the abuse he suffered at TRANQUILITY BAY. He had a breakdown and spent two years in a mental hospital. He is now 24 years old and still living at home. 

8. He has had repeated nightmares for years on at least a weekly basis if not more. Just last week he screamed out in his sleep “RANDALL, why are you doing this to me?”
9. Statements RANDALL HINTON has recently made have been brought to my attention. He told a Boonville Daily News reporter that I was telephoned by TRANQUILITY BAY employees daily. RANDALL HINTON said during those daily phone calls I was told my son was the hardest they had ever had to handle, that he was the worse of the worse. This is a lie. 
10. Not only did they NOT call me on a daily basis, they NEVER made those statements about my son to me.
11. I was only allowed to talk to my son two times during his nine-month stay at TRANQUILITY BAY, and I was the one who called the facility to check on my son. I cannot recall them calling me, as I was the one who called them once a week to check on my son. I faxed letters to my son daily. 
12. My son was severely abused during his stay at TRANQUILITY BAY and has not recovered to this day. 

13. As I stated previously in my Declaration of August 2003, my son and I have been devastated by this fraudulent and cruel organization, and by JAY KAY, RANDALL HINTON, MS. MCKENZIE and others.   Neither of us has healed from the life-long trauma and damages the WWASP organization and its employees have caused our family.

14. I can personally attest that my child was far worse when he returned from the emersion of abuse and neglect at TRANQUILTY BAY than before he entered this so-called children’s program.

15. I agree that this Declaration may be provided to attorneys, government authorities, and the courts, as needed.  There is no need to seal this Declaration as I feel it is important for the public to know the truth about the World Wide Association of Specialty Programs and those behind it.
16. I declare under penalty of perjury that the foregoing facts are true and correct, as indicated.  Executed on April 11, 2005.
