DECLARATION 28 USCA 1746


I, TERRY CAMERON, declare and state as follows:

1. I am a competent adult capable of testifying to the statements made in this Declaration from personal knowledge, or upon information and belief, as so indicated.

2. My child was enrolled for nine months at a program affiliated with the World Wide Association of Specialty Programs (WWASP a/k/a WWASPS).  This enrollment occurred when my son was only 15; he is now 21.
3. My child was “evaluated” at the BRIGHTWAY ADLOSCENT HOSPITAL in Utah, where it was recommended that he attend the Jamaica Program, TRANQUILITY BAY ACADEMY.  This program was recommended because it was new and I was promised that the Jamaican staff would provide a great deal of loving attention to my child, where he would be able to recover from a substance abuse problem, and where he would be properly educated.  

4. I was led to believe that WWASP was intertwined with TRANQUILTY BAY and that the various schools are intertwined with WWASP.   I did not, however, know or understand that the same group of businessmen who were running Brightway Adolescent Hospital was also running Tranquility Bay, Cross Creek for Boys, and a number of other children’s programs.
5. It was DR. GOATES, from the Brightway Adolescent Hospital, who certified that my child was appropriate for TRANQUILITY BAY.

6. I was specifically led to believe that those working with children, within the various WWASP programs, were properly trained, educated, and qualified.  I later learned this was completely false.
7. Throughout my child’s enrollment, I was repeatedly assured, promised, and told that our child was safe at TRANQUILTY BAY.
8. I was repeatedly told to “trust the program” and that the employees and agents of WWASP were qualified to deal with children having disorders like that of my son. 
9. I was deceptively led to believe that WWASP has a “high rate of success” with children.

10. The WWASP organization and TRANQUILTY BAY completely discouraged me from talking with my child.  I was allowed only one very brief conversation with my child during the entire nine months he was there, at which time he broke down and sobbed.  I had to argue and insist on this single phone call with my child, after being told by MS. MCKENZIE in Jamaica that my son was sprayed in the face with pepper spray on only one occasion (I later learned that MS. MCKENZIE also lied about this being a single incident of pepper spraying).

11. Upon learning of this supposed single incident, I immediately made arrangements to remove my child and did so within a few days.  MS. MCKENZIE argued with me and tried to pressure me into leaving my child at TRANQUILTY BAY.

12. To my horror, I later learned that my son had been the subject of repeated and daily torture by the WWASP employees, acting under the direction and control of JAY KAY.   
13. Specifically, my son was forced into what WWASP calls “observation placement” for almost the entire nine months my child was at TRANQUILITY BAY.  Upon returning home, my son had chemical burns all over him, he had scars in his genital area and rectum, he has a permanent and deep scar on his chin from being dragged across cement by WWASP employee RANDALL HINTON, he has a deep scar on his shoulder where RANDALL HINTON dragged my child, and my son’s tooth was knocked out by the Jamaican staff.
14. My son described some of the torture he endured, such as being hog-tied with duct tape, repeatedly beaten by staff, his arms and legs were twisted in excruciating pain, he was dragged, forced to wear a plastic garbage bag as a diaper, staff “cleaning” his genital and rectum with a toilet brush, blisters from being repeatedly pepper-sprayed almost daily basis for months, and at times forced to lie in the sun.  Examples of some of the “rule infractions” that resulted in my child being pepper-sprayed included any movement after he was forced to lie on his stomach for 14 hours a day in isolation and seething subtropical heat, excessive exercising, food deprivation, calorie restriction, being forced to sleep in the halls under bright lights with RANDALL HINTON as his “keeper,” and other depraved acts by staff who acted under the direction and control of JAY KAY.
15. My son’s letters to me were intercepted and changed by the staff at TRANQUILITY BAY.

16. I was repeatedlu assured that my son was just “manipulating” me and that I must ignore his statements and pleas for help.  Because of this, I did not believe my child because of the repeated WWASP mantra of “trust the program” and “your child is just manipulating you.”

17. After my son returned home, I learned that the children are not allowed to report the abuse and neglect to any outside government authorities.
18. Even today, five long years after this cruelty and neglect occurred, I have personally heard my child literally screaming in the middle of the night from nightmares directly relating to the tortures he endured at TRANQUILITY BAY.

19. In “selling” this program to us by TEEN HELP, I was repeatedly told that my child would receive individualized education services and that the WWASP education program is “highly progressive.”   These statements were made with complete deception and to defraud me out of my money.  My son was deprived of anything resembling a meaningful education at TRANQUILITY BAY.
20. When I have tried to obtain records from BRIGHTWAY ADOLESCENT HOSPITAL and TRANQUILTY BAY (including photographs of by son bleeding from abuse), I was repeatedly told there “were no records” or “the records have been destroyed.”

21. My son and I have been devastated by this fraudulent and cruel organization, and by JAY KAY, RANDALL HINTON, MS. MCKENZIE and others.   Neither of us has healed from the life-long trauma and damages the WWASP organization and its employees have caused our family.

22. I can personally attest that my child was far worse when he returned from the emersion of abuse and neglect at TRANQUILTY BAY than before he entered this so-called children’s program.

23. I agree that this Declaration may be provided to attorneys, government authorities, and the courts, as needed.  There is no need to seal this Declaration as I feel it is important for the public to know the truth about the World Wide Association of Specialty Programs and those behind it.
24. I declare under penalty of perjury that the foregoing facts are true and correct, as indicated.  Executed on August ____, 2003.
